2012 Annual Statistical Summary - Data Requirements for the Regulation of Private Registered Providers

The first part of the data requirements will be completed by all registered providers. It will be used to gather organisation contact and structural details. Some of the details will already be populated from the previous year’s return and/or the NROSH website and will only require the registered provider to check it and change if necessary.

The detail set out in Part two of the return is required from larger providers with 1,000 or more homes.
The reduced data requirement in Part three of the return is for smaller providers with fewer than 1,000 homes.
Part four is used to collect supplementary information from those providers that have Affordable Rent homes.
We have included a table at the end which indicates whether or not each section of data was collected previously in the RSR.

Statistical questions about the social housing owned and managed by registered providers
Low cost (social) rental homes and rents
This section of the return captures the numbers of low cost rental homes (social housing for rental) owned and in management, numbers of homes failing to meet the Decent Homes Standard (DHS) and average rent levels. Much of this information is at local authority level.

· General needs - general needs housing covers the bulk of housing stock for rent. It includes both self-contained and hostel/shared housing units and bedspaces. General needs housing is stock that is not designated for specific client groups or investment programmes outlined below 
· Sub-market rent – by this we mean rented housing at levels of rent above social rent but below market rent levels – typically around 80%. It may or may not have been grant funded and includes key worker and Intermediate Rent housing
· Affordable Rent - Affordable Rent is the main type of new housing supply. Affordable Rent homes are made available by RPs to households that are eligible for social rented housing at a rent level of no more than 80% of local market rents. Affordable Rent homes covers both newly built (with or without grant input) and conversions from existing social rented homes to Affordable Rent homes, but only where this forms part of a new supply agreement with the Homes and Communities Agency. Affordable Rent homes may be for general needs, supported housing or housing for older people and in other parts of the return we expect them to be included in those categories when asked (generally we will ask you to record Affordable Rent homes rental levels separately from other properties)
· Supported housing - the term ‘supported housing’ applies to housing that is purpose designed or designated to provide support for a particular client group. Just providing support through Supporting People services on its own does not make housing supported housing
· Care homes – (subject to confirmation of definition to be included in guidance notes). A care home provides accommodation and professional help with daily tasks such as washing, dressing and eating. People may live in a care home for short or long periods. Only care homes providing personal care should be included in this category. Care homes providing nursing care and care homes not providing medicines or medical treatment are counted as non-social housing
· Housing for older people - although the purpose of housing for older people is primarily to accommodate older people, the age of tenants is not a defining feature. Homes should be described as housing for older people if they are intended for older people and they either incorporate a range of basic facilities and special design features, or are specifically designated supported housing for older people. Housing for older people with designated support should be included under supported housing
